Eligibility Criteria 

To apply for the DSP Study Abroad Program, candidates must meet the following 

requirements: 



• Must be a registered De-suup 

• Must be under 30 years old at the time of course commencement 

• Must have successfully completed appropriate DSP Skilling Courses 

(foundation)  

• Must have completed at least Australian Year 10 or equivalent education 

• Must have IELTS score of 6.5 (no band less than 5.5) or equivalent English 

test (PTE or TOEFL iBT) 

• Must possess a valid Bhutanese driving licence  

Important Notes 

• Applicants who meet other eligibility criteria may submit their English proficiency 

certificate by the end of April 2026. 

• The driving licence can be submitted by the first week of May 2026.

• English Proficiency Submission: End of Apr 2026 

• Driving Licence Submission: First week of May 2026
